Since its creation in 1923, the ICC International Court of Arbitration has handled over 13,000
cases. The worldwide scope of its activity was again evidenced in 2004 with 561 new cases
filed involving 1,682 parties from 116 countries and independent territories. The ICC Court itself
is characterized by its broad representation, comprising members from more than 80 countries
with diverse legal backgrounds. Over the years, ICC has developed a range of other dispute
resolution rules, in addition to arbitration, and now offers a comprehensive package of dispute
resolution services to meet the needs and challenges of international commerce today.
